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Disposable does not always mean flushable.


Wipes don’t break down in the short time they are in the collection system.





They plug our sewer pumps by jamming in our pump impellers causing extra maintenance which means more man hours. 





In one year some Sewer Districts have reported spending over 1000 hours correcting lift station problems caused by disposable wipes.





There have been multiple pump stoppages due to non woven wipes.





Since these wipes don’t break down there is the possibility they may not even make it to the sewer and will clog the line on your property which can be expensive for you to fix.


In addition, diapers, kitchen grease, kitty litter, plastic or latex items, and all flushable toilet brushes, and wipes can all clog pipes and should be bagged or contained and placed in the trash.
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
